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Juliettes FAQ’s

What is a Juliette? 

Juliettes are individually registered Girl Scouts, not in a troop, who work closely with a parent or other special adult in their life to learn and grow as only a Girl Scout can.   Juliettes are not a separate program level.  They are girls ranging from Daisy to Senior Girl Scouts and come with no additional requirements other than having a Girl Scout Membership.

Why would a girl want to be a Juliette?

· Girls that may have been a Girl Scout as a younger girl and are looking for new ways to stay connected or are interested in renewing their membership may become Juliettes.  

· A girl that is looking to mix and match ways of participation- weekend workshops, school vacation retreats, special events, short-term groups - may become Juliettes.

· Girls that want a more flexible approach to the Girl Scout experience- they would like to pick and choose the ways to belong based on interests and available time.

Who advises the girl? 

The parent/guardian or person designated by the service team can advise a Juliette.  If the advisor plans to work on the Girl Scout program with the girl, the advisor must become an adult member of the Girl Scouts.

What does the adviser do?   Can an adviser advise more than one girl?  Can the girls meet at the same time with one advisor?

The advisor provides guidance for the girl.  They can not meet and advise more than one girl at the same time.

Does an advisor need Volunteer Application and references?  Training?

If the unrelated advisor has direct contact with the girl and is working on Girl Scout Program then she/he should be registered, complete a volunteer application and three references, and complete appropriate training.

How will service units know they have Juliettes?

Juliettes should register through their service unit registrar.

Can a Juliette go on trips?  Is she covered under insurance?  Does a Day/Overnight need to be filled out and submitted to the Service Unit?

A Juliette can go on trips/ activities sponsored by troops, service units, and council.  She will be covered under Girl Scout Insurance.  A Juliette does not need to complete a Day/Overnight form if attending a trip/activity sponsored by the Girl Scouts: Lenni-Lenape Council or one of our troops or service units.

Can Juliettes occasionally get together to go camping, horseback riding etc. along with their advisors?

Yes, a Juliette can participate in events with other Juliettes and approved Girl Scout advisors.  If the girls decide they would like to continue to get together they should form a special interest group.

How much is the membership fee?

The $10.00 membership fee is the same as troop affiliated girls and adult members.

Can a Juliette earn awards and patches?

A Juliette can earn awards and patches, sign up for and participate in short-term activities that provide service to the community, participate in informal learning activities, or just plain fun!

What levels can be Juliettes?

All levels - Daisy, Brownie, Junior, Cadette, and Senior Girl Scouts.

What number does the Juliette use for her uniform?

The Juliette emblem has been developed for individually registered Girl Scouts of all age groups.  The emblem can be placed on the uniform where the troop numbers would be worn.

Will the Juliette have someone to consult with in the service unit?

The Juliette should utilize the level consultant or person designated by the service team.

Can a Juliette work on her Girl Scout Bronze, Silver, Gold Award?

Yes.

Who will advise her?

The person designated by the service team.

How will the Juliette receive council information?

They will receive a packet of information that will be mailed out after each Service Unit Managers’ Meeting.

How will the Juliette receive service unit information?  

The service unit in which the girl lives should contact the Juliette with information or the advisor could attend service unit meetings.

Can Juliettes participate in product sales program events?

Yes.    

What if a girl sells with a troop? Sells individually?  

· If a Juliette is working with a troop as an aide she may place her orders with that troop.

· If she sells individually, the finances remain in the service unit account.

What if the girl decides not to be a Girl Scout anymore?

Money earned by a Juliette never becomes the property of the girl.   Funds must be handled by the troop with which she is providing service or by the service unit. 

Can a Juliette use money earned on what ever she would like to do with it?

Money earned by a Juliette must be expended on Girl Scout related programs, destinations, council sponsored events, insignia, camporees.  Funds may never be used for the girls’ personal gain.

Can a Juliette receive financial assistance?

Yes.
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
